DEAD-LINE : FEBRUARY 15th 2012 

 

• Presenting author must be under the age of 39. 

 

• Abstracts must be submitted in English even though the lectures may 

be performed in English, French or Italian. 

 

• Email your abstract to sfodf@wanadoo.fr to the attention of Christine 

Boehm-Hurez. 

 

• Proof read your abstract carefully. 

 

• Title : Limit your title to 10 or fewer words. The title should indicate 

the content of the abstract in a concise manner. 

 

• Authors and Co-authors : List each author’s name including initials. 

 

• Institutions : List each institution, city and country of each author and 

co-author. 

 

• The text of the abstracts must clearly describe the content of the 

presentation. It could be structured as follows: 

 - Objective 

 - Subjects/materials and methods  

 - Essential results including data and statistics, where appropriate  

 - Conclusions. Statements like “the results will be discussed” are 

insufficient.  

 - Name of supporting agency and grant number (if any). 

 

• Limit your text to 600 or fewer words. 

 



 

• Enhancement, modification, or alteration of photography, computer 

images, radiographic images or other visual images must be disclosed 

and indicated in the form. 

 

• Authors must indicate whether or not they or their family members 

have a financial and/or beneficial interest in any products or services 

related to their presentation in the abstract form. 

 

• Abstracts will be considered by the Scientific Committee of the 

congress and the accepted abstracts will be published in the final 

program. 

 

• Authors will be notified of acceptance / refusal of the abstracts by 

March 15th 2012. 

 

• Please confirm if you would be willing to change the format of your 

presentation into a poster presentation if this is requested by the 

Scientific Committee. 

 

• All abstracts become the property of congress. Submission of an 

application to participate represents permission to duplicate, publish 

and disseminate the abstract. 

 

• The winners will be awarded by the « European Young Speaker 

Contest » committee composed by Claudio Chimenti (SIDO), Christine 

Boehm-Hurez (SFODF), Olivier Mauchamp (FFO), Francesca Miotti 

(MOIP), Julian O’Neill (FEO) and Alan R. Thom (WFO).
